Athletic Association Girls Volleyball State Finals Tournament for the third time in five 
years with a 15-9, 15-9 victory over Mishawaka. The tournament was held at Ben 
Davis High School on November 15, 1986. 

The Owls, coached by Steve Shondell, claimed their consecutive state title by 
surviving a near loss to Providence in the second semi-final match. Muncie Burris 
rolled to a 15-8 victory in the firs t game, but lost the second by a 11-15 score to force 
the match into the third game. Providence jumped to a quick 5-0 lead and the 
momentum did not shift until the score was 8-7. The play of Sheri Stout and middle 
blocker Angie Meyer and four consecutive points scored off of the serve of Lisa Rolf, 
wrapped up the win for the Muncie contingent and the right to play in the final match. 

In the first semi-final match, Mishawaka outlasted Perry Meridian 15-11, 15-9. 

Even though the Owls won the match in straight games, neither was easy. 
Mishawaka jumped to a 5-1 lead in the opener before the Lady Owls ran off nine 
s traight points to take control. The Cavemen then rallied back to a 10-9 deficit but 
Burris took the game as Laura Linder served for five straight points.

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GIRLS SWIMMING 
Heidi Hafner of Carmel set a national record of :56.66 in the 100-yard backstroke 

and Carmel captured the team title in the 13th Annual Indiana High School Athletic 
Association Girls Swimming State Finals Tournament at the Indiana University 
Natatorium in Indianapolis, November 21-22, 1986. 

The Greyhounds, coached by Ray Lawrence, tallied 272- 1/2 points and were 
followed by Columbus North with 178 who claimed runner-up honors. Rounding out 
the top ten in the team standings were: Elkhart Central, 135; Anderson, 133; Lake 
Central, 99; Logansport, 79; Lafayette Jefferson, 75; Sou thmont, 57; Bloomington 
North , 56 and South Dearborn, 54. 

Hafner propelled Carmel to the team title as a member of the winning medley relay 
team and placed second in the 100-yard butterfly along with her first place finish in the 
100-yard backstroke. Hafner had support from Missy McCracken, who was a double 
winner , who set a new state record of :51.57 in the 100-yard butterfly and also took the 
200-yard freestyle with a time of 1 :51. 98. Christine Simmons, McCracken and Ginger 
Faerber set another record in the 200-yard medley with a time of 1:47.04. Faerber 
earned another first place for Carmel in the SO-yard freestyle and placed second in the 
100-yard backstroke to close out the scoring for the Greyhounds. 

Heidi Hendricks of Logansport was another double winner with a 1:05.46 state 
record performance in the 100-yard breaststroke and a 2:05.84 winning time in the 
200-yard individual medley. Hendricks, already a state record holder in the SO-yard 
freestyle, now has a total of five first place medals during three years of competition. 

Other individual event winners included Angie Todt of Elkhart Central who won 
the 500-yard freestyle with a time of 5:01.

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WRESTLING 
Bellmont High School became a first time state champion by capturing the 49th 

Annual Indiana High School Athletic Association Wrestling State Finals Tournament 
held at Market Square Arena, Indianapolis, on February 20-21 , 1987. 

Bellmont tallied 85-1/ 2 points on its way to the title, followed by defending 
champion Evansville Mater Dei with 59 who took runner-up ho nors. Completing the 
top five in the team competition were Jay County, 54; Indianapolis Cathedral, 50-1/ 2; 
and Chesterton, 49-1/2. 

The Braves, coached by Dennis Hays, nailed down the championship when John 
Faurote, 112 pounds; Paul Baker, 132 pounds; and John Kintz, 177 pounds, captured 
second place honors in the championship round. Bellmont placed five wrestlers in the 
semi-finals to outdistance Evansville Mater Dei and Indianapolis Cathedral. 

In the individual competition, Jay County was the only school to capture two titles. 
Geoff Glogas defeated Dennis Seramur of Valparaiso in the 98 pound class final on a 
technical fall, and David Ferguson defeated Scott Schultz of Chesterton in the 105 
pound division 16-10. 

Lance Ellis of Indianapolis Cathedral kept his two-year unbeaten record intact with 
a 3-2 win over John Faurote of Bellmont. Ellis was the 98 pound state champion in 
1986 and finished his season with a 44-0 record. 

Keith Huddleston of Avon also finished the year undefeated with a 12-3 win over 
Adam Condo of Portage for the 119 pound class win. Huddleston finished 38-0 on the 
season. 

Other individual winners were Hugh Waddington of Lawrence North who defeated 
Brian J ohnson of Beech Grove at 126 pounds, 5-4; Jeff Tuttle, Delta, who defeated 
Paul Baker of Bellmont for the 132 pound title , 9-8 ; Shaun Garing of Floyd Central 
who defeated Brett T raviolia of Wawasee at 138, 8-3; Bret Schnur of Evansville Mater 
Dei who defeated Tom Horan, Greensburg at 145, 3-2; Paul Voigt of Carroll (Fort 
Wayne) who defeated Bobby Johnson of Wes-Del at 155, 8-6; Thomas Uhrick o fFor t 
Wayne Elmhurst who defeated Richard Bacon of Warren Central at 167, 10-7; Ron 
Coffel of Bremen who was a 5-1 winner over John Kintz, Bellmont, at l 77;Jeff Beaton 
of Indianapolis Scecina who defeated Jeff Redford of Beech Grove at 185, 9-4; and 
Mike Fross of Lake Central who defeated Mike Faulkner of Mishawaka at 
heavyweight, 5-1. 

The Executive Committee unanimously selected Terry Kissel of Gibson Southern 
as winner of the Ward E. Brown Mental Attitude Award. 

A total of 307 teams entered sectional competition at 64 sites resulting in 208 
qualifiers from 110 high schools participating in the state tournament series.

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GIRLS BASKETBALL 
Noblesville became the seventh unbeaten team to capture the 12th Annual Indiana 

High School Athletic Association Girls Basketball State Finals Tournament held at 
Market Square Arena, Indianapolis, on February 28, 1987. 

The Lady Millers, coached by Ray Lyttle, turned in a stellar performance to defeat 
Anderson Highland 47 -38. Sophomore Courtney Cox led the way for Noblesville with 
·17 points, after canning seven of ten shots from the field. Krissi Davis contri-buted 
another 12 points to the cause and turned in a steady performance. Noblesville shot 
51 pecent from the field (19-37) and enjoyed a commanding 33-22 rebounding 
advantage in leading Anderson Highland at every stop. 

Chimaice Wise scored 16 points and kept the Lady Scots within striking distance; 
however, she was the only player to score in double figures. Noblesville led by as 
much as 13 points in the second half, and Anderson Highland never closed the gap 
closer than seven. 

Noblesville earned their way to the final game by defeating a tough Seymour team 
56-50. Seymour, coached by Donna Sullivan, led the Lady Millers 25-20 at halftime of 
the first afternoon game. Noblesville took a 36-35 lead at the end of three quarters and 
increased it to 47-36 by the 4:41 mark of the fourth quarter. Once again it was 
Courtney Cox who led the scoring with 17 points for the Lady Millers. Cami Cass 
added 11 and Krissi Davis, 10. 

Libby McCoy paced Seymour with 19 points on perfect 8 for 8 shooting from the 
field. Julie VonDielingen also hit double figures for the Lady Owls with 12. 

Anderson Highland, coached by Bill Wilson, grabbed control against favored Fort 
Wayne Northrop in the second quarter, when the defending state champs were 
outscored 12-2. The Lady Bruins led 16-15 at the end of the first quarter, but fell 
behind in a disastrous second quarters which ended with Anderson Highland on top 
by nine points, 27-18. 

Near the end of the third quarter, Highland increased its lead to35-22 paced by Kim 
Darner who scored 16 points for the Lady Scots. Chimaice Wise and Monica Ramey 
each added 13 and 10 points respectively to the Lady Scot cause. In the end, Fort 
Wayne Northrop could not come closer than five points down the stretch. 

Lori Meinerding, who led Fort Wayne Northrop to their 1986 state championship 
with a 29-0 record in 1986, finished with a game high 19 points for the Lady Bruins, but 
she was the only Fort Wayne Northrop player in double figures. 

Anderson Highland took a 22-5 record into the championship game and Fort 
Wayne Northrop had its two-year winning streak stopped at 57 straight, a state 
record.

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BOYS SWIMMING 
Lake Central, coached by Jim Tonkovich, captured its first state swimming title 

and the 50th Annual Indiana High School Athletic Association Boys Swimming State 
Finals Championship held at the Indiana University Natatorium, Indianapolis on 
February 27-28, 1987. 

The Indians narrowly edged North Central (Indianapolis) 167 - 165 by virtue of the 
diving performance of Jim Dunavant, who climbed from 13th place at the end of the 
preliminaries to first place in the finals to give Lake Central the 20 points it needed to 
tie down the team championship. 

Besides Dunavant, Paul Uttley placed second in the 500 yard freestyle; Mike Blaze 
placed fourth in the same event, and Kevin Baker rounded out the Indians' scoring 
with a sixth place in the 100 yard backstroke. 

Columbus North placed third in the team standings with 159, followed by Anderson 
with 152. Munster rounded out the top five with 137 points. 

Brad Toothaker of South Bend Riley was one of three double winners in the meet. 
Toothaker defended his title in the 200 yard individual medley with a time of 1:53.42 
and set a state record in the 100 yard butterfly with a clocking of :49.59. It was his third 
straight state title in the butterfly. 

Todd Griner of Anderson was also a double winner as he repeated in the 200 yard 
freestyle event and set a new state record with a time of 1 :40.10. Griner also won the 
500 yard freestyle stroking to a 4:34.72 time. 

Brian Benedict of Valparaiso was the third double winner as he captured the SO 
yard freestyle with a time of :21.14and was clocked in the 100yard freestyle in :46.72. 

Josh Mikesell of C rawfordsville won the 100 yard backstroke for the third straight 
year and broke his own state record with a time of :51.87.

BOYS BASKETBALL 
Coach Bill Green and the Marion Giants lived up to season-long notices by 

capturing their third straight championship in the 77th Annual Indiana High School 
Athletic Association Boys Basketball State Finals Tournament at Market Square 
Arena, Indianapolis, on March 28, 1987. 

Marion upended North Central Conference rival Richmond, 69-56 in the 
championship game for the second time in three years. 

Green garnered up his sixth state championship ·· no other Indiana high school 
basketball coach ever won more than four ·· and Marion equalled a state tournament 
record set by the famed Wonder Five of Franklin with three straight championships in 
1920-22. Green won his first state championship with Indianapolis Washington in 1969 
and five more with Marion in 1975, 1976, 1985, 1986 and 1987. He has compiled an 
overall coaching record of 354-127 in 19 years. 

Jay Edwards and Lyndon Jones led the way for Marion in the championship game 
against Richmond. Edwards scored a game high 35 points and grabbed 14 rebounds 
as the Giants opened up a 32-23 lead at halftime and shot 57 percent from the field. 
Jones added 23 points and had six assists. Woody Austin led Richmond with 18 
points, followed by Jerry Coleman with 15 and David Cruse with 14. 

Jones scored 27 and Edwards 22 in the Giants 70-61 afternoon win over a stubborn 
Bedford-North Lawrence ball club. Freshman standout Damon Bailey topped 
Bedford-North Lawrence with 20 points before fouling out at the 2:06 mark of the 
fourth quarter. The Stars trailed only 47-46 at the end of three quarters. 

Richmond advanced to the final game with a 66-60 comeback win over Gary 
Roosevelt in the second semi-final contest. Woody Austin tallied 25 and Jerry 
Coleman 19 for the Red Devils. Richmond, coached by George Griffith, wound up 
with a 25-5 record. Scotty Fields scored 24 for Gary Roosevelt who lost for only the 
third time in 27 games. 

The Executive Committee unanimously seleted Marvin Rea of Gary Roosevelt [ 
High School as the recipient of the Arthur L. Trester Award for Mental Attitude. 

A total of 388 schools and 4,608 boys participated in the tournament series 
program.

GIRLS TRACK 
Maicel Malone of North Central High School, swept the 100, 200 and 400 meter 

events for the third time in four years, and Tonya Sedwick of Jeffersonville ruled the 
long jump for the fourth straight year in the 14th Annual Indiana High School Athletic 
Association Girls Track and Field State Finals Tournament at the Indiana University 
Track and Field Stadium, Indianapolis, on June 5-6, 1987. 

Malone cruised to the victo ry stand in the 100 meter dash with a time of :11.61; 200 
meters with a time of :23.44 and the400 meters in :53. 78. This incredible performance 
by Malone gave her 11 firsts in 12 events during her high school career and carried 
North Central to its second s tate team championship with 34 points. Fort Wayne 
Snider was a close second with 31, followed by Indianapolis Arsenal Technical with 
27, Gary West Side and Jeffersonville with 24 each, South Bend LaSalle 22, Columbia 
City 20, Woodlan 18, and Indianapolis Howe and New Washington 14 each. 

Sedwick bettered her own 20'4" state record in the long jump with a leap of 21'6-
1/4"; however, it was wind-assisted and wiU not be recognized in the record book. 
Sedwick also placed second to Malone in the 100-meter and third in the 200-meter. 

Deb Sauers of Columbia City swept the two hurdle races with :14.01 in the 100-
meter event and :42.84 in the 300. Sauers set a state record of :42.51 in the 300 trials 
and the only other record for girls belonged to Jamie Gorrell of Woodlan who won the 
3200, a new event in 1987, in 11:10.16 . 

Michel Spinks of Owen Valley shaded Jennifer Kendall of Twin Lakes in the 800 
meter event with a time of 2:17.92; Tami Van Senus of Highland won the 1600 in 
5:00.54 with Gorrell placing second; Angie Ryker of New Washington captured the 
shot put for the second time in three years at 45'5-1/4". Tammy Reahard of Wabash 
was the discus winner with a throw of 133'11"; and Tiffiani Archey of Indianapolis 
Howe took the high jump with a 5'7" leap. 

Indianapolis Arsenal Technical won the 400 meter relay with a time of :48.65 and 
Fort Wayne Snider grabbed the 1600 meter relay in 3:54.26. 

The Executive Committee unanimously selected Maicel Malone o f North Central 
High School and Tonya Sedwick of JeffersonviUe High School as co-recipients of the 
coveted Mental Attitude Award. 

A total of 351 schools and 4,088 girls participated in the tournament series program.

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BOYS TRACK 
Gary Roosevelt captured its 18th boys state track championship and its seventh 

straight with three individual firsts and a sweep of both relay races in the 84th Annual 
Indiana High School Athletic Association Boys Track and Field State Finals held at 
the Indiana University Track and Field Stadium, Indianapolis, on June 5-6, 1987. 

The Roosevelt powerhouse, coached by John Campbell, had a double winner with 
Elbert Turner hitting :13.86 in the llO meter high hurdles and :36.62 in the 300 low 
hurdles. Richard Wilson produced the other individual first with a time of 1:53.02 in 
the 800 meter run. Turner was lead-off man on the winning 400 meter relay team 
clocked at :42.78 and Wilson anchored the 1600 meter relay with a winning time of 
3:20.46. 

Turner took the high hurdles for the second straight year and Wilson repeated in 
the 800. Corey Williamson of Gary Roosevelt also placed second to Rusty Setzer, 
Hammond Noll, in both sprints. Setzer's time was: 10. 73 in the 100 meter and :21. 73 in 
the 200 meter. 

Gary Roosevelt piled up 66 points to run away with the boys team title by a wide 
margin. Hammond Noll and Portage were deadlocked for second place in the team 
standings with 20 each, followed by Jeffersonville with 17, Kankakee Valley and 
Southport with 16 each, Gary Mann 14, South Bend LaSalle 13,South Bend Riley 12, 
East Chicago Central ll, Carmel, Clarksville, Elkhart Central, Evansville Mater Dei, 
Fort Wayne North Side, Indianapolis Chatard, Martinsville, South Bend Washington 
and Valparaiso had 10 each. 

Bob Shank of Fort Wayne North Side accounted for the only record for boys with 
his 16'6" performance in the pole vault. 

Other individual winners were John Van Soest of Kankakee Valley in the 1600 
meter. Van Soest edged Jay Jontz of Carmel with a time of 4:16.47. Dave Smith of 
Portage was a double winner for the second straight year with 61'7" in the shot put 
and 181 '2" in the discus. Jim Kaiser of Evansville Mater Dei took the 3200 
championship with a winning time of 9:04.52. Other individual firsts went to Marty 
Talley of Southport who soared 24'0-3/4" in the long jump; Willie Askew of East 
Chicago Central with a time of :48.42 in the 400 meter; and Todd Cobb of Clarksville 
who led all high jumpers by clearing the bar at 7'0". 

The Executive Committee unani-mously selected John Van Soest of Kankakee 
Valley High School as the recipient of the coveted Robert S. Hinshaw Mental Attitude 
Award. 

A total of 369 schools and 5,154 boys participated in the tournament series 
program.

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BOYS GOLF 
Lafayette Jefferson locked up its fourth IHSAA boys golf state team championship 

in a tie-breaker with Columbus North and captured the 51st Annual Indiana High 
School Athletic Association Boys Golf State Finals Tournament. The tournament 
was held for the first time at Prestwick Golf Club, Plainfield, on June 10-11, 1987. 

The two front -runners, Lafayette Jefferson and Columbus North, were deadlocked 
with identical scores of 664 at the end of the concluding second round. The fifth 
player's score at the end of each round decided the outcome. 

It was the third state championship for retiring Lafayette Jefferson golf coach Harry 
Green, and the fourth for the school. Green, completing his 25-year coaching career , 
VJOn back-to-back state championships in 1977 and 1978. 

Columbus North and Kokomo were tied at the end of the fi rst 18-hole round with 
330 one stroke ahead of Lafayette Jefferson. Kokomo dropped out of contention on 
the 'front nine the second day of the tourney, and Lafayette Jefferson made up five 
shots on the last hole to overhaul Columbus North. 

Lafayette Jefferson was led by T. J. Gillen with 80-82--162; Rob Kocherha, 82-84--
166; Marc Vaughn, 88-80--168; Phil Cebalo, 83-87--170; and Paul Barrick, 86-91--177. 

Team scores for the nine finalists were: Lafayette Jefferson 331-333--664; 
Columbus North, 330-334--664; Bedford-North Lawrence, 334-334--668; Kokomo, 
330-339--669; Michigan City Elston, 336-336--672; Northridge, 338-337--675; Marion, 
334-341 --675; South Bend Clay, 340-339--679; and Lawrence Central, 339-348--687. 

Chris Williamson of Kokomo was individual medalist with a 36-hole total of 156. 
Williamson finished with an eight on the last hole, but still finished one shot ahead of 
1985 medalist Chris Smith of Rochester for individual honors. Smith rimmed the cup 
going for a birdie on the final hole to just miss sending it into a playoff. Other individual 
medals went to Bill Miller of Fort Wayne Luers who VJOn a play-off from Matt Reams of 
Columbus North on the third extra hole to decide third and fourth place. Benji Neeley 
of Marion finished with 161 for fifth place. 

The Executive Committee unanimously selected Chris Smith of Rochester High 
School as recipient of the Fred A. Keesling Mental Attitude Award. 

A total of 347 schools and 1,729 boys participated in the tournament series 
program.

Catcher Korey Wrobleski and Pitcher-First Baseman George (Bub) Gale hit run­

scoring singles in the fourth inning to give LaPorte a lead it never relinquished on the 
way to a 4-1 victory over Evansville Central in the 21st Annual Indiana High School 
Athletic Association Baseball State Finals held at Bush Stadium, Indianapolis, on 
June 27, 1987. 

Evansville Central had taken a 1-0 lead in the second inning on a lead-off single by 
Jeff Biggs, a sacrifice bunt and a throwing error by LaPorte trying to erase Biggs at 
third base. Evansville Central garnered only two more hits off the combined pitching 
efforts of Mike Hasselfeldt and Bub Gale, who pitched the last three innings. 

For LaPorte and Coach Ken Schreiber it was the fifth state championship. The 
Slicers won state championships in 1967, 1971, 1976 and 1982 . LaPorte ended the 
1987 campaign with an excellent 34-2 record. 

LaPorte advanced to the championship game with a 5-2 win over Lafayette 
Jefferson and Evansville Central hung on for a 3-2 nod over Columbus East in the 
semi-finals avenging an earlier season defeat at the hands of the Olympians. Bub Gale, 
the number one pitcher for LaPorte, scattered five hits in an entire game 
performance against Lafayette Jefferson.

MID-AMERICA CLASSIC 
-- GIRLS --

For the second straight year, the Indiana girls state basketball champion tumbled at 
the hands of the Kentucky state champions in the Second Annual Mid-America 
C lassic held at Market Square Arena , Indianapolis on April 4, 1987. Laurel County 
defeated the Lady Millers from Noblesville 56-39. 

Coach Ray Lyttle of Noblesville refused to dwell on the five week layoff following 
the Indiana girls state finals as an excuse for the Lady Millers sub-par showing. 

Center Joretta Carney led the Laurel County scoring with 15 points and had lots of 
help from Martha Bruner and Stacy Reed with 10 each. The four-time Kentucky state 
champions shot 55 percent against 34 percent for Noblesville and gained control in 

the second quarter. 
Laurel County led only 10-6 at the end of the first quarter, but the visiting Lady
