Football

Carmel became the first 5-time state title winner, and Jim Belden joined
Larry Wright of Sheridan as the ouly coaches with four state championships
in the 17th Annual Indiana High School Athletic Association Footllj)all State
Finals Tournament at the Hoosier Dome, Indianapolis, November 24-25, 1989,

Carmel was a 10-7 winner over previously unbeaten Penn for the Class
5A championship; Hobart capture£its second 4A state title on its seventh
trip to the state finals with a 17-7 victory over Franklin Central; Hammond
Noll locked up its first 3A state title against 2-time champion Rencalli,
20-14; Fort Wayne Luers added its second 2A championship against Tri-
West Hendricks; and Bremen hounced back from last year’s lopsided loss
to spoil a perfect record for Springs Valley in Class A, 31-8.

Carmel and Fort Wayne Luers needed field goals as the last seconds ticked
off the clock to claim their respective state championships., The two-day
attendance was 36,912.

A total of 312 schools and 14,104 boys participated in the tournament
series.

Class A—Bremen 31, Springs Valley 8

Starting with a 54-yard returnt by Tim Kuhn on the opening kickoff, Bremen
hammered out a convincing 31-8 victory over previously unbeaten Springs
Valley in the Class A championship game.

Mike Damron scored from the 2 with only 2:06 elapsed as Bremen had
done something no other football team had been able to do in 13 games
— score first on Springs Valley. The Blackhawks had shut out 11 of the
13 teams they faﬂedrf :

* Jon Feldman made it 13-0 on a 2-yard quarterback sneak in the first quarter,
and Russell Schutz kicked a 19-yard field goal in the last 16 seconds of
the first half for a 16-0 Bremen lead.

Springs Valley fumbled the ball on the Bremen 9 at the start of the third
period, and Bremen promptly drove 88 yards in 10 plays with Damron scoring
on a 33-yard run.

Freshman standout Bo Hundt grabbed a 37-yard TD pass from Feldman
at 9:51 of the fourth quarter to wind up the Bremen scoring. Springs Valley
averted a shutout with only 22 seconds on the clock on a 6-yard pass from
Drew Kerns to Darin Farris.

It was a remarkable turnaround for Bremen which absorbed a 59-0 kaya
at the hands of Sheridan in the 1988 championship game, Hundt had a
memorable day with 101 yards rushing and 67 yards on four pass receptions,
It w?ls a special day also for 25-year-old John Kucela, the first year head
coach.

Damron had 141 yards rushing in 17 attempts for the 11-3 Lions.

Fleet-footed Fred Moore exploded for 212 yards rushing and three TD's
in the first half, but it still took a last-second field goal by Tim Wilson
to give Forl Wayne Luers a 24-22 nod over fpreviously—unbea‘ren Tri-West
Hendricks in the 2-A state championship cliff-hanger.
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Moore scored three times in the first half, once on a 69-yard run in the
first quarter, a 6-yard run in the first quarter and a 65-yard run in the
closing seconds of the second quarter for a 21-7 Ft. Wayne Luers lead.

Two Rori Chane}( touchdown passes helped Tri-West make up that deficit
and take a 22-21 lead in the opening seconds of the fourth quarter, Steve
Hiland grabbed a 7-yard TD pass in the first quarter. Ivi-West tacked on
a safety and a 4—¥lard D run by Brian Boston in the third quarter, and
Bruce Bear was the receiver on a 9-yard TD pass in the fourth quarter.
Chaney was 13-23 for 190 yards overaYl.

Moore, who finished with 261 yards rushing in 26 attempts, had been
relatively quiet in the second half until the last two minutes. Moore carried
five times as Ft. Wayne Luers moved from the Tri-West 37 to the 10. He
was knocked out of bounds on the 1-yard line with only 1 second to go.

A 75-yard kickoff return by Doug Ferry deadlocked the score at half-
time, and Jason Miskus hit Aaron Marx with his second TD pass in the
third quarter to hand Hammond Noll a 20-14 victory over Roncalli in the
3-A state championship game.

Rongalli, a 2-time state champion, took a 7-0 lead on the opening series
of the game with Stan Lawrie scoring from the 1-yard line. Miskus spotted
Marx with an 18-yard TD pass for a 7-7 tie at the end of the first quarter.

Following an exchange of interceptions, Brian Irish fired a 7-yard
touchdown pass to Devin Sanders for a 14-7 Roncalli lead near the end
of the second period, Ferry answered with his electrifying 75-yard kickoff
return to knot the score at half-time, 14-14.

Noll traveled 74 yards in seven plays to score the deciding TD in the
third quarter. It was the only points scored by either team in the second
kalf. Miskus connected with three different receivers on the drive with Marx
hauling dewn the 47-yard game clincher.

Roncalli was StUpCFed on the Hammond Noll 2-yard line in the third quarter
and twice more inside the 20 in the fourth quarter. Miskus completed six passes
for 108 yards for the Warriors, coached by Jerry Vlasic, who closed the season
with a 13-1 record.

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Franklin Central marched 59 yards in 15 plays to tie the score in the

Hobart drove 75 yards in 11 plays to break the 7-7 deadlock on a 3-
yard run by Turley on the second play of the fourth quarter, Turley carried
the ball six times in this decisive series, and he was the number one ground
gainer for Hobart with 78 yards in the contest.

Carmel captured its fourth straight team championship in the 16th Annual
Indiana High School Athletic Association Girls Swimming and Diving State
Finals Tournament held at the Indiana University Natalorium, November
17-18, 1989,

Led by Tricia Tyner and Ginger Faerber, the heavily-favored Carmel team,
coached by Ray Lawrence, scored 300 points to finish ahead of second-
place Valparaiso who had 176 points.
