TO BE HONORED AS THIS YEAR'S
OUTSTANDING OFFICIAL

Andy Simpson is the recipient of the
2020 Interscholastic Athletic Officials As-
sociation Award for excellence in the sport
of football. Simpson will be honored in a
special ceremony at this weekend’s state
finals.

Each year, the Indiana High School Ath-
letic Association, in cooperation with the
National Federation of Interscholastic Of-
ficials Association, recognizes and honors
an outstanding official in each sport during
the school year.

During his
career in football,
Andy has officiated
21 sectionals, 12
regionals, seven
(7) semi-states,
and three (3) state
finals.

Simpson was
selected for this
honor by a com-
mittee representing the officials’ associa-
tions. In Indiana there are 24 associations
made up of men and women who assist
in providing wholesome, worthwhile, and
healthy activities for the student athletes
in our state. Statewide, there are more
than 6,000 officials licensed by the IHSAA
in 18 sports.

A licensed football referee for 20 years,
Simpson is a member of the Lake County
Athletic Officials Association and has
held many different positions within the
LCAOQA. In addition to officiating football,
he is also a softball, basketball, swimming
and volleyball official. Andy has been
extremely involved serving as an IHSAA
Rules Interpreter, IHSAA Clinician, Local
Association Rules Interpreter, and a Local
Association Clinician.

Andy is a 1978 graduate of Highland
High School, and is a retired Mechanical
Reliability Engineer. Andy and his wife
Barbara reside in Crown Point, Indiana.

NEWS MEDIA INFORMATION

MEDIA CREDENTIALS: Please note that due to the pandemic, media credentials will be limited only
to news media that regularly cover the participating teams.

For those intending to cover the football state finals, please apply for credentials (with name of
individual(s) applying) and the game(s) you are planning to cover with IHSAA Sports Information
Director Jason Wille at jwille@ihsaa.org. Requests MUST originate from a recognized business
account; e-mails from personal accounts (ie: yahoo.com, gmail.com, etc.) will not be accepted. The
deadline for requests is 4 pm ET / 3 pm CT on Wednesday, Nov. 25. Credentials will not be granted
after that time. Please note that the football state finals require a specific credential. Any passes
issued previously will not allow admission to this event.

NO CHILDREN, PLEASE: With the exception of high school students representing their school’s
newspaper, yearbook, radio or television station, and who have a team participating, no young
people or children will be issued media credentials or be allowed in the working media area.

MEDIA PARKING: There is no designated parking area for media for this event though there are
numerous parking options within short walking distance of the stadium.

MEDIA WILL-CALL/ENTRANCE: Approved credential requests will be available for pickup at media
will-call at Lucas Oil Stadium on either game day. Media will-call will be located at the northwest
entrance to the stadium nearest the corner of Missouri and South streets. Credentials may be
claimed both days beginning at 9 am ET. Please have identification available and be prepared to have

bags and equipment checked by security officials and undergo a health screening. From that location,

you may take the adjacent elevators to the press box or field level. If you have even the slightest
health concern, we respectfully ask you not to attend.

SEAT ASSIGNMENTS: An open seating policy will be used in the press box though specific seats
will be marked for use by the IHSAA following social distancing guidelines. Specific booths for
broadcasters will be posted in the press box.

GAME STATISTICS: Please note that hard copies of statistics will not be distributed. Instead, those
interested may access the live stats for each game online via IHSAA.org or @ HSAA1 on Twitter.

WIRELESS INTERNET: Wireless internet access is available in the Lucas Oil Stadium press box
through the facility service provider Smart City for a fee of $12.95 per 24 hours and payable by
credit card.

For those working at field level, you will be
confined to the back of either endzone (on the
field) or Row 1 of spectator seating behind the
team benches. The defined team bench area is
between the 10-yard lines and is a restricted
area for the teams only.
